2.       Declaration of Interest & Requests for Dispensation

3.      Minutes approval 

The minutes of the meeting held on 26th March 2026 were approved. 

4.       Matters arising from the minutes not covered by agenda items below

The Chairman welcomed all to the meeting and noted one item:

Holnest reserve funds – a request had been received from Glanvilles Wootton Village Hall for a grant towards the refurbishment of the Village Hall car-park. It was agreed that some of the reserve funds which total £ 2,263 and which are set-aside for Holnest PCC could be used for this purpose; a grant of £ 1,500 was agreed. The remaining funds will be mainly utilised for the replacement noticeboard. Proposed SK, 2nd RF
         
5.     Public Session

It was suggested that a ‘children crossing’ sign for the A352 adjacent to the CVCH play area should be considered. It was also noted road markings entering the village from the north and near the hall require refreshment; these issues will be raised with the Community Highways Officer. 

A question was asked concerning support measures in view of the closure of rural fire stations in Dorset; it was noted that the survey of residents closes on 15th May. The Chairman advised that unitary Cllr Kippax was addressing this issue with Dorset Council. 

6.    Unitary Councillor report

7. Cam Vale Community Hall – lease agreement

The Chairman reported that an issue has arisen as a consequence of dialogue between the CVCH and the Land Registry. The lease transfer in December 2024 has not been registered by the Land Registry because there is no evidence of a formal resolution having being passed by Cam Vale PC to effect such a transfer – either before or after the event. 

Cam Vale Parish Council formally agreed to pass this resolution: 

'It is resolved that the Lease Agreement between the CVPC and the CVCH Trustees dated and signed on 20 Dec 2024 is endorsed by the CVPC. It was signed on behalf of this Council by the new Chairman and Clerk and witnessed by the outgoing Chairman.’

8.4 Grant Applications

· Grants of £ 600 to each of the local churches, Longburton, Holnest & Lillington were agreed. The grants were increased by £100 per year for each of the churches in view of rising costs, particularly concerning the maintenance of the closed churchyard in Longburton. There has been a reduction in volunteer availability and it has been necessary to contract this work. Proposed SC, 2nd BL 

· A grant of £ 150 towards the millennium clock was agreed. Rev McCreadie explained that the clock whilst located in the church tower is not a church asset and was paid for by public funds around 26 years ago; it now requires regular maintenance; an annual agreement including one call-out would be £ 240 plus VAT per year. There may be expensive repairs ahead due to the age of the equipment. The PC agreed to a one-off grant but will consider renewing this on an annual basis.  Proposed SK, 2nd RF

· A grant of £1,000 to the Cam Vale Community Hall was agreed under the lease agreement. 

· A grant of £ 250 to the Longburton Garden Club to maintain the War Memorial was agreed. 

9.     Planning matters

An updated register of applications had been circulated to the Council. There were no new applications to consider.

· 28/04/2026 P/FUL/2026/01050 Meridene, Street Lane Longburton DT9 5P - Erect 2 no. agricultural barns to be used as animal shelters – it was noted that this application had been REFUSED by the planning officer report who did not consider that the level of farming activity being carried out required such buildings

· P/TRT/2026/01442 - Burton Hill, Plantation. This tree removal application had been raised with the planning officer for a review but it was noted that consent had now been granted

Unitary Councillor Report – Cllr Chris Kippax

Report for Parish Councils – May 2026

In my absence from some Parish Council meetings during May I am providing the following summary report:

1.	Developing the rural economy. It may be remembered that within the last few months I have commented on significant advances in some areas of the county about creating new employment opportunities for the introduction of more skilled based work. This particularly relates to the Innovation Park at Winfrith and in Weymouth and Portland. Whilst this is most worthwhile does not address the same needs, perhaps in different ways, of the very large parts of the rural areas of Dorset. Wah this in mind I am, together with other Councillors, seeking to promote a policy and strategy which is specifically related to identifying what those needs are and how they might best be addressed. This will take time but I am determined that more attention will be given to rural Dorset. 

It’s early days yet but I am confident we have the determination and support to start and eventually deliver employment opportunities which are relevant to and important for our Wards.

2.	There is a new 56 bedded Reablement service to be developed in Bridport. It will serve the needs of people who may otherwise go into hospital and as well as for post-admission recovery. Given its size this may be important for the Ward, although I will report on the catchment areas in due course.

3.	Review of current Ward boundaries. A review, as directed by the national Boundary Commission, is well underway. The key determinant for every Ward is about the relative equity of population size, with limited variations allowed. It will be obvious that amending one boundary has immediate impact on others and therefore many, if not all, Wards will be changed to a greater or lesser extent. It’s too early to say what the result will be for Yetminster Ward but the submission has to be with the Commission soon and I will report on what it means in the near future.

4.	Age Friendly Dorset. It may be remembered that I reported on the adoption of the Age Friendly Charter and said I was waiting to hear exactly what this means in practical terms. More definition is starting to come through and a Working Group is now designing a “Community Conversations” approach to decide the best way to engage with Parish and Town Councils about how and whether they want to be involved in shaping the needs and interests of the substantial numbers of older people in each town and village. It can be expected there will be a lot more detail in the near future as plans start to firm up.  

5.	As always, I am heavily engaged in much “case based “ work with and support for individual residents and representative groups across the Ward and am, of course willing to be approached to see if I can help with concerns that may benefit from my intervention. 
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
