Minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 19th September 2024 at 7:00 p.m. at Cam Vale Community Hall, Wildewood Rise, Longburton

Apologies for absence

2.       Declaration of Interest & Requests for Dispensation

3.      Minutes approval 

The minutes of the meeting 23rd May 2024 were approved. Proposed SK, 2nd RF

4.       Matters arising from the minutes not covered by agenda items below

The Chairman welcomed all to the meeting and thanked Cllr Foreman for his work to organise the relocation of the bollard in the car park which now prevents damage to the fence of a neighbouring garden. 
         
5.     Unitary Councillor report

The Chairman congratulated Chris Kippax, the new Unitary Councillor, on his election and welcomed him to the meeting. 

Cllr Kippax explained that his initial focus is to ask how he can help in relation to local issues, his role will be one of ‘selective advocacy’, seeking to exert influence where possible. He has been appointed to People & Health Scrutiny, Health & Well Being and Artsreach committees within Dorset Council. 

Cllr Kippax noted Dorset Councils recent ‘Big Conversation’ events held to engage with residents. 

Cllr Kippax noted the major changes involving the National Planning Policy Framework and new housing targets for the County. He will explain these at a later PC meeting. 

The Chairman noted the principal issue in Longburton as being the speeding problem and he will involve Cllr Kippax in exerting influence where this is possible. 

 6.     Public Session

A resident requested Cllr Kippax’s contact details – it should be noted that these are shown on the PC website.

A resident enquired, in view of the cut to the winter fuel payment,  whether the PC would support opening the CVCH during the winter to provide a ‘warm space’, twice a week, for a couple of hours. The Chairman suggested the resident make an enquiry with the CVCH management committee who will refer to the PC if funding for this would be necessary.

Cllr Jesty enquired whether there were any rules governing the display of private notices on road junctions, which frequently block the views of oncoming traffic. It was suggested that he refer to the Community Highways Officer for advice.  

7.  Councillor Vacancy – Lillington Parish 

The Chairman noted that Cllr MacDonald has resigned from Lillington Parish  for personal reasons and a vacancy had been declared. The Casual Vacancy Notice expired on 17th September and the Council agreed to fill the vacancy by co-option. 

Michael Hibbit, a long-standing resident of Lillington, offered his services to the Parish. He explained that he was a chartered accountant and also treasurer of Lillington PCC and has spent a lifetime in commercial roles including running his own businesses. 

It was unanimously AGREED to co-opt Michael Hibbit to Lillington Parish, subject to Dorset Council’s confirmation a petition for an election has not been received.  

8. Cam Vale Community Hall update

A written report had been received from the steering committee and had been circulated. Nigel Williams advised that there were a few outstanding issues to be resolved with the developers before the final account is settled. Cllr Foreman noted that there were issues with some of the play park equipment, which had not been rectified. 

The legal process involving the disposal of the Old Village Hall and the granting of the 76-year lease had been very protracted but is nearing completion.  

9.  Speed Indicator update & Highways issues

    The Chairman confirmed: 

· Second Speed Indicator Device (SID) – an order for a second SID  had been placed but delivery has been delayed and is now anticipated in few weeks’ time. A new post has been installed in Dykes Head Road for SID operation and the new SID will be rotated between two sites. 

· Traffic Lights – Dorset Council have advised that a second set of lights will not be considered; they are only presently installed in the village centre due to the narrowness of the road at that location.

· 20 mph limit – Dorset Council have advised that a 20 mph limit will not be considered for the A352, which is a strategic route, unlike other locations where the reduced limit has been implemented. 

· 40 mph zone north of Longburton – the Community Highways Officer has advised that the lack of house frontages in this area means that this is unlikely to be considered. 

· Road Markings – these are visually inspected on a monthly basis and have been deemed to be acceptable. 

· Roadside vegetation – it is the landowner’s responsibility to ensure that vegetation does not encroach over road signs.

· Signage near the Telephone Box – this cannot be moved because there is no suitable location at least half a metre from the kerb

· Village Gates – enquires regarding the suitability of these will be made with other parishes

A resident raised the question of flashing signs. The Clerk advised that it was his understanding it is no longer the policy of Dorset Council to install these.

Cllr Foreman raised the question of whether yellow rumble strips could be considered, these being very effective in slowing vehicles down.

A resident enquired as to whether pre-emptive ’30 mph in 100 yards’ warning signs could be requested. 

The Chairman agreed to take up these questions with the Community Highways Team. 

· Rights of Way – Cllr Marks enquired whether the New Cross Longburton footpath could be redesignated as a bridle way to allow horses to traverse this. The Chairman advise that this is a very long-winded process but he will make enquiries

11.     Planning matters

An updated register of applications had been circulated to the Council. 

New applications to consider: 

a) P/VOC/2024/04761 - Leweston School Leweston Sherborne DT9 6EN- 
Erect equestrian building with ancillary accommodation, etc - variation of condition 2

This is an amended scheme from that approved by the PC in March 2023, with the proposed construction of first floor having been removed from the application. The PC unanimously supported this application. 

b) P/HOU/2024/04641 - 5 Whistle Water Longburton DT9 5FG –
Convert existing garage into garden room/studio/office. Erect single storey bathroom & kitchen extension.

It was noted that this conversion has limited impact on neighbouring properties, work had been declared as started in September 2023, although was now believed to be complete; pre-application advice had been sought. It was agreed that future uses of the building was a matter for Dorset Council planners to consider and was not material at this stage. The PC agreed to no objection would be raised. 

Other issues

•	Land to the rear of Park View 12 Longburton – this has been referred to Planning Enforcement for investigation

•	Ivy Dene. Longburton – the residents have explained what their plans are for structural issues to be addressed and the timetable for this work and it is understood that engineers have been appointed.
