2.       Declaration of Interest & Requests for Dispensation

3.      Minutes approval 

The minutes of the meeting on 18th May 2025 were approved. 

4.       Matters arising from the minutes not covered by agenda items below

The Chairman welcomed all to the meeting and signed the Acceptance of Office. Items noted:

· SID Rotation Service  -  Dorset Council have been requested to take on the responsibility for SID rotation – the cost will be £ 735 plus VAT per annum. There were no volunteers prepared to take on this activity. This decision had been taken to maintain continuity and reliability of this service for the benefit of the community and rotations have already commenced. This was unanimously supported. 

· Bus Shelter cleaning/repainting –the bus shelter has been repainted and a volunteer has been sweeping the shelter out on a regular basis. JPT offered the services of children from the School to assist with this in the future.

· CVCH grounds maintenance – It has been proposed that the cost of grounds maintenance at the CVCH is shared with the Trustees on a 50/50 basis. This requires some initial clearance work and regular maintenance thereafter. The costs are not prohibitive. This was unanimously agreed, although confirmation of acceptance of this arrangement by the Trustees is awaited. 

· Defibrillator at the Rose & Crown – it seems that this has not been used for a couple of years or so and the access code is not known. The possibility of moving this to the Church where there is a power supply was suggested. The first stage is to check the condition of the defibrillator device itself – SK will follow this up.

· Holnest Notice board  - PJ has discussed costings with Graham Sargent – these will be around £500. It was agreed that this will be part funded by Holnest PC reserves and partly by Parish Council reserves.   Unanimously supported. 
    
5.     Public Session

Cllr Kippax drew attention to the recent publication of Dorset’s Local Plan and the consultation period which runs from 18th August to 13th October 2025.

Cllr Kippax noted that the main impact on the local area will be the proposal for 200 new homes in Yetminster. There are no allocated development areas in any Cam Vale Parishes. 
It is not clear that all designated areas have actually had offers from landowners. 
All residents are being encouraged to have their say in relation to these plans by completing the online questionnaire. 

6.     Dorset Councils Local Plan

It was agreed that a PC response was unnecessary but that Councillors will consider   completing the questionnaire individually. 

The Clerk noted that the on-line questionnaire involves some 45 questions , not all of which are relevant to this locality and will take some time to complete.

7.      Smaller Councils Survey Dorset Councils Local Plan
    
Cllr Foreman & the Clerk have compiled a suitable response to the survey, which is intended to gauge Parish views regarding the relationship between Dorset Council and the towns/parishes; this includes opinions regarding possible devolution proposals concerning the transfer of services currently undertaken by Dorset Council. Councillors were invited to also submit personal responses if they wish.
