Minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 12th March 2026 at 7:00 p.m. at Cam Vale Community Hall, Wildewood Rise, Longburton

1. Apologies for absence

2.    Declaration of Interest & Requests for Dispensation

3. Minutes approval 

The minutes of the meeting on 21st January 2026 were approved. 

4.    Matters arising from the minutes not covered by agenda items below

Nothing specific.

5. Unitary Councillor report 

 Cllr Kippax noted : 

· The first meeting of the Yetminster Ward forum of PC Chairs had taken place at Evershot in  February. It was agreed the forum is worthwhile idea and will be continued, approximately every three months. The plan is to invite a Senior Officer from Dorset Council to the event to discuss topics such as planning enforcement, highways issues etc. 

· Dorset Council has set a budget of circa £ 482 million for 2026/2027. The financial constraint exercised by central government means that the full permitted increase of Council Tax of 4.99% will be required. The Government has though provided settlement details for the next three years which will enable some forward planning to take place. 

6.  Public Session

An issue concerning the occupancy of two caravans in a field near Leweston was raised. It was agreed that an eye should be kept on this in view of any possible planning enforcement issues. 

The funding of repairs to the Glanvilles Wootton Village Hall roof was raised. The Clerk confirmed that the ring-fenced reserves for Holnest Parish could certainly be used for this purpose and further grant funding would be also considered as necessary, if and when an application is made. 

7. Annual Parish Meeting arrangements 2026

The Longburton APM will be combined with general Cam Vale PC meeting on 14th May 2026, meetings for Lillington & Holnest will be arranged in due course.         

8. Speed Indicator device & Highways issues

Some lining work had taken place; the request for a road sign marking ‘St James Way’ has been followed up with the Community Highways Officer.  

9.  Response to Draft ‘Statement of Reasonable Expectations’ 

The Clerk noted that the Dorset Association of Towns & Parishes (DAPTC) in conjunction with Dorset Council, had published a draft document headed up as the ‘Statement of Reasonable Expectations’ and were seeking comments. 
The Clerk considered that this document cannot be disassociated from what appears to be a the possible transfer of responsibility for non-statutory services to town & parishes, with no clear explanation of how new area board structures will operate, what powers these will have or how they will be funded. It is a reasonable expectation that any additional  costs will be funded by increases in town & parish Council Tax, which is presently uncapped.

The PC agreed that the documents short of detail  in relation to how new structures are intended to operate and without clarification of how these will be funded, it is difficult to form any conclusions as to how the document should be viewed. 

The Clerk will return suitable comments.
