Minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 23rd January 2025 7:00 p.m. at Cam Vale Community Hall, Wildewood Rise, Longburton

2.       Declaration of Interest & Requests for Dispensation

3.      Minutes approval 

The minutes of the meeting 19th September 2024 were approved. Proposed SK, 2nd RF

4.       Matters arising from the minutes not covered by agenda items below

The Chairman welcomed all to the first meeting of the New Year and confirmed these matters arising: 

Lllington Phone Box -   an order has been placed for a refurbished phone box to be installed following the transfer of funds from Lillington PCC which had received a grant for the replacement of the former BT phone box in the village, the existing box having been removed. A Lillington resident has very kindly agreed to provide additional funding that will meet the cost of a defibrillator to be installed in the box.   

Rights of Way – footpath, A352 to New Cross, Longburton – the proposal to convert this path to a bridleway to accommodate horses would require a Definite Map Modification Order to be made. This would require the gathering of evidence that demonstrated widespread uses of the route, and the consent of the landowner, which would be unlikely to be granted. Dorset Rangers have advised that this path would be unsuitable for horses. The Parish Council unanimously agreed to not pursue this proposal. 

Car Park Notice board – there is an issue of a rusting access key. This will hopefully be resolved by use of a key safe.  

Car Park buffers – a suggestion has been made that rubber buffer strips are installed to provide a barrier to the properties behind the car park. The Chairman will discuss this with the CVCH committee. 
         
5.     Unitary Councillor report

Cllr Kippax noted that a county wide planning policy changes event is being held in early March 2025, which may be of interest to the Parish Council. He confirmed that he is interested in obtaining the views of Councillors in relation to local applications before making his own comments by deadline dates. It was noted that Dorset Council now work on a three-week turnaround for application decisions and that neighbour notices are not always sent to those to may be affected by a proposal. 

The proposal to devolve regional powers to a new Heart of Wessex Mayoral Authority has been made by national government. It is intended that this will be in place by April 2026, and will include Dorset, Somerset, Wiltshire and Bournemouth, Poole & Christchurch authorities. This will have responsibility for many of the strategic functions of unitary councils, including transport, housing policy.

The view was expressed that this will constitute yet another layer of bureaucracy and the impact of this on local services is very uncertain given that funding details are unclear at this stage. It was also noted that the introduction of mayoral authorities in urban areas is not necessarily of benefit to rural communities. 

There are plans to create a local Community Action Partnership involving Dorset Council and Parish Councils which will hold local informal discussions concerning pressing local issues, for example flooding or speeding.

Cllr Kippax has been approached in relation to the issue of problem parking between the Rose & Crown and the Church and is looking at if there are any measures than can be taken to improve this situation. 

6.     Public Session

Becky Gibbons outlined a proposal to acquire the former Methodist Church in Longburton and run this as a community creative space. This idea is that this could provide facilities for local artisans and a community meeting point and possibly a ‘pop-up’ café.  Cllr Dorset Council have subsequently provided guidance and direction concerning funding assistance; the Plunkett Foundation have also been consulted. It is likely that a ‘Community Interest Company’ (CIC) will need to be formed and a business plan will need to be produced. It is intended that the sale of the church will take place by August 2025. The Parish Council unanimously agreed to support thus proposal and looked forward to receiving further updates when these become available. 

8. Cam Vale Community Hall update

A written report had been received from the steering committee and had been circulated. He lease between the Parish Council and the Trustees has now been finalised. There remain a few outstanding ‘snagging’ issues to be resolved with the developers before the final account is settled. 

9.  Speed Indicator update & Highways issues

    The Chairman confirmed: 

· Speed Indicator Devices (SID) – a second speed indicator device has now been installed and is operation. The original SID has been slightly relocated following damage and a new solar panel fitted.

· Village Gates – it was noted that the cost of these is significant, they require constant cleaning maintenance and their effectiveness in reducing vehicle speeds is questionable. It was unanimously agreed not to take this suggestion any further. 

· 20 Mph speed limit trial scheme in Milborne St Andrew – was conducted in October 2024. The results of this trial have not been published at this stage. 

10. Adoption of a .GOV.UK domain

The DAPTC have advised that they will be discontinuing the use of the aptc.server and Parish Councils should be moving to a .gov.uk domain. Cllr Foreman has recommended making these changes via current website providers, Huo Fox. This will also involve the creation of new email addresses for the Clerk, Chairman and all Councillors. Proposed SK, 2nd BL and unanimously agreed.

11.3 Financial Report 

The overall financial position is positive with the bank balance standing at circa £22, 503 and the Village Hall reserve at £ 11,382. The final contractor payment has yet to be made; there will be a residual surplus which will be transferred to the CVCH. A decision will then need to be made regarding the transfer of PC to the savings account for interest generation. 

11.4 Grant application

A request for funding for the Longburton News had been received. There had not been any response to a follow-up request by the Parish Council for further information and any further consideration of this request will be deferred until a reply is received. 

11.5 Precept request 2025/2026

The Clerk proposed setting a precept of £ 7,335 for 2025/2026, a reduction from the previous year and the third consecutive year that a reduced precept has being requested. The impact of this will be to reduce the Parish precept for a Council Tax Band D property to £ 18.76. It was unanimously agreed to submit this precept request. Proposed  PJ  2nd RF.
