5.     Unitary Councillor report 

        Cllr Kippax made several comments: 

· Housing Association – if there are any complaints concerning a local provider of social housing in relation to repair work these should be forwarded Cllr Kippax.  

· The Unitary Council is committed to providing incentives for young people to find economic opportunities that will enable continued residency in Dorset. The Winfrith Innovation Park is an example of the possible way forward; any ideas as to how this process may be best encouraged should be forwarded to Cllr Kippax. It was pointed out that this is a much bigger question and housing provision is a key problem issue for many people. It was suggested that Dorset Council encourages large business to the county which will bring employment opportunities. 

· Dorset Council will set its budget in February and is likely to confirm that Council Tax will increase by the maximum permissible (4.99%). It should be noted that the financial settlement from the government is very restrictive and Dorset is generally underfunded when compared to other unitary councils; inevitably the burden is passed onto Council Tax payers. 

· There are changes afoot to the postal voting process which requires residents to maintain a live registration if they wish to submit a postal vote.  

6.     Public Session

A question was asked concerning the restriction to the number of visits a commercial vehicle can make to the local recycling facilities. Residents had been advised that the restriction to 12 visits per year was set by the Parish Council. The PC advised that this is a Dorset Council issue and suitable comments should be made online directly to DC. The Parish Council supports the general principle of enabling more that this restrictive number of visits. 

7.     Speed Indicator device & Highways issues

There has been an offer to carry out work to trim an overgrown hedge & protruding tree on the A352 in Longburton. This will be followed up.
