


LONGBURTON ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

22rd May 2025 at Cam Vale Community Hall 7:45 pm

The meeting was attended by Longburton Councillors and approximately 4 residents of Longburton. 

1. Introduction

Cllr Ray Foreman acting as Chairman welcomed all to the meeting. 

2. Apologies for absence

Noted previously.

3. Minutes of the 2024 Longburton Parish Meeting

The minutes of the Longburton Annual Parish Meeting held on 23rd May 2024 were agreed and duly signed by the Chairman.

4. Chairman’s report:

The principal points to make were:

· Planning applications – the numbers received for review have been much reduced from previous years, the reason for this is not known but may reflect the economic climate

· CVCH – the transfer of the Hall to the Trustees has been successfully completed and a lease granted

· Cam Vale PC website – significant progress towards a ‘gov.uk’ domain & email addresses has been made

· Roads/Speeding – there is a reasonable level of dialogue with Dorset Council concerning all Highways issues; in terms of speed reduction, all measures that can be taken have been implemented

· There remains a vacancy for a Longburton Councillor which will be filled by ‘co-option’ when possible.  Anyone interested should contact the PC

5. Speedwatch update

Jill Blacklin provided an update in relation to the last 12 months of Speedwatch activity: 

· The Team operate at 4 locations in the village but mainly adjacent to Quarry lane

· Some sessions in the winter had to be cancelled due to bad weather but in all 33 sessions were completed

· These monitored 10,889 vehicles and resulted in 282 warning letters, approximately 3% of all those monitored

· Numbers of incidents per session average 12/13 but have been as high as 22

· The Police Road Safe Team have accompanied the Speedwatch Teams on numerous occasions and have issued enforceable tickets/points when incidents are recorded

· There are 9 volunteers in the group but it can be difficult to ensure that 3 are available at any one time. Additional volunteers are required and anyone interested should contact Jill Blacklin or the Parish Council

· Speed Indicator Device – the Chairman noted that two Speed Indicator Devices (SIDS) were now in use across 4 sites and these were rotated at the beginning and end of each month. The Chairman thanked Fred Kendall for all his work in this respect. 

6. Cam Vale Community Hall update (CVCH)

Tom Gilchrist had provided a written report concerning CVCH operation in the last year. 

· The Hall is well used by many groups including Post Office services on a Friday
· Legal agreements have been finalised including the long-term lease and a transfer of surplus funds from the Parish Council to the CVCH has taken place
· The solar roof panels have been a great success and have significantly reduced running costs
· There are a few minor issues requiring resolution, including work to replace the strip lighting with dimmable lights


There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.56 pm.
