3.      Minutes approval

4.       Matters arising from the minutes not covered by agenda items below

· St James Way – it is to be noted that this road has now been formally recognised, named and allocated a post code. The reason for the formal recognition request was due to issues with vehicle deliveries. Dorset Council have agreed to provide a quote for the cost of a street sign which the Parish Council would be prepared to consider funding. The Community Highways Officer has also agreed to put down some hatched white lining to dissuade dangerous parking in St James Way.

· Defibrillator at the Rose & Crown – no further update available

· Holnest Notice board  - there has been an unforeseen delay to the creation of the new board this due to illness. It is hoped that there will be an update in the next few weeks.

7.     Longburton Victoria Temperance Hall disposal –

The Charity who own the Hall, have advised that it will be sold after 22nd December 2025, there having been no expressions of interest from the community to take on the building. It is understood that the sale will be by auction. It has not been confirmed to whom the proceeds of any sale will accrue, although it seems likely that this will be the Cam Vale Community Hall Trust. No representative from the charity was at the meeting to confirm the situation. 





8.     Speed Indicator device & Highways issues

It was noted that the Speed Indicator Device (SID) suppliers Morelock have gone into     administration; the impact of this on any repairs is unknown at this stage. 

Hedge issue – there is an issue with a protruding branch encroaching on the A352 in  Longburton. It was agreed to attempt to deal with this, on behalf of the householder, by using a local contractor, at PC expense.

9.3   Financial Report 

The Clerk reported that the accounts were in positive status at this stage in the financial Year. Bank balance current circa £ 8,924 plus approx. £10,031 in the deposit account. 

9.3 Outline Budget & Precept proposal 2026/2027

The Clerk proposed a precept request of £ 7,477 for 2026-2027, being a very slight increase on 2025/2026, in order to keep pace with inflationary pressures and in order to maintain reserves. Exceptional expenditures will though be met from reserves. The impact on Council Tax Band D will be minimal – an increase from £ 18.77 to £ 19.13 for the year. The outline precept was agreed, subject to confirmation by the end of January 2026 when the tax base has been published.  
The Clerk attended the ‘Devolving Dorset’ event on 30th October 2025. This concerned the devolvement of Dorset Council services to towns and parishes. 
Whilst there would appear to be little potential impact in terms of assets or responsibilities currently under DC control that could be taken on by the Parish Council, the PC needs to be aware of the general climate of change that is around. Dorset Councill will continue to undertake highways maintenance, bin collection, Adult Social Care (ASC). 

Parishes are being encouraged to follow the Cornwall model of forming Area Partnerships, involving groups of towns & parishes collectively deciding general resourcing priorities in relation to, for example, highways. 

Parish Councils were encouraged to review & reactivate ‘Parish Plans’ to provide a focus for issues in their own communities and to generally increase their precepts in order to provide contingency funding for additional services. There are clear cost shifting implications of these changes. It was noted that Yeovil Town Council has effectively trebled the precept for the Town as the consequence of taking on some assets and responsibilities, such as the Octagon Theatre and Westlands.
